Unlike paper money, gold and silver are durable and are readily accepted and traded in any currency; in this way they actually do act like money, but money that does not devalue. Little wonder then that prudent investors rush to buy gold and silver bullion in times of economic uncertainty.

"Precious metals bullion is a unique financial instrument," says Bill Hionas, who leads Pan American Metals of Miami, a precious metals brokerage. "It has an intrinsic value and investors are buying actual physical bullion, not betting on future prices or buying stock in a company which could devalue rapidly should there be another recession."
